It is the time when many multi-cultural festivals organised by 
community groups, schools, councils, workplaces, places of worship and most of 19 Regional Multicultural Councils around New 
Zealand take place on the preceding weekend to celebrate the value of cultural diversity; thus making March a multicultural month.

Football Club (Neil Hunt Park). This is an annual social soccer tournament we organise in association with the Rotorua

(NZCT). There were nine soccer teams playing for the championship title. The following nations were represented either 
by a team or an individual playing in a multicultural team: NZ (Kiwi/Maori), Fiji, South Korea, Thailand, Mauritius, 
England, Argentina, Bulgaria, France, Brazil, Chile, Sri Lanka, India and Japan. 
  
Sir Graham Hall (Patron of the Rotorua Multicultural Council/Former Mayor of Rotorua) graced the occasion along with 
National Rotorua MP Todd McClay who officially opened the ceremony and welcomed all the teams. He was 
particularly pleased to see more young players this year.
